RMQ will help with most of the other 
projects below that are on the list of tasks: -full modernization of both 
elevators, -addition of a generator, -revamping of the catwalk floors, -re-
roof, -well for the A/C Geothermal system, -parking lot drainage, -security 
improvement with access control and cameras, 

•	 The building insurance has been renewed at the end of the year. You can 
already submit a request for your unit by using the instructions uploaded 
on the owner’s portal (link below). We are waiting to receive a Master 
Certificate from the insurance agent. It will be added to the portal as well. 

•	 The landscape company started fertilizing the Ficus hedges to help them 
grow back. They were affected by whiteflies. It will take time to get them 
full of leaves, but the landscape company is confident about future growth 
when the growing season will start. 

•	 Following the electricity shut down, the domestic water system was ver-
ified by the plumbing company taking care of the building. It appears the 
extended shut down created air pockets in the system which led to the hot 
water issues. This is now completely taken care of. In addition, the do-
mestic water pump #2 will be rebuilt this month to make sure proper water 
pressure is reached in the pipes.

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French Onion Soup
•	 ½ cup unsalted butter
•	 2 tablespoons olive oil
•	 4 cups sliced onions
•	 5 cups beef broth
•	 2 tablespoons dry sherry
•	 1 teaspoon dried thyme
•	 1 pinch salt and pepper to taste
•	 4 slices French bread
•	 4 slices provolone cheese
•	 2 slices Swiss cheese, diced
•	 ¼ cup grated Parmesan cheese

Melt butter with olive oil in an 
8-quart stock pot over medium heat. 
Add onions and continually stir until 
translucent. Do not brown. Add beef 
broth, sherry, and thyme. Season 
with salt and pepper. Let simmer 
for 30 minutes. Meanwhile, preheat 
the oven's broiler. Ladle soup into 
oven-safe serving bowls and place 
one slice of bread on top of each 
(bread may be broken into pieces 
if you prefer). Layer each slice of 
bread with a slice of provolone, 1/2 
slice diced Swiss and 1 tablespoon 
Parmesan cheese. Place bowls 
on a cookie sheet and broil in the 
preheated oven until cheese bubbles 
and browns slightly, 2 to 3 minutes.
