RULES REMINDERS
SAFETY
Speed Limit - The speed limit at the in Lofts and Courtyards are 5 MPH. This is a 
family community, and we want to make sure our residents, including children and 
pets are safe. There are blind corners near our guest parking behind the Courtyard 
Townhomes and speeding around those corners could be very dangerous for 
pedestrians and oncoming traffic.
